The Job  When the Great Steak & Potato Company location on the Miami University cam-
pus in Oxford, Ohio, became available, the chain�s former owner, Nick Lanni, decided to 
create a high-end sandwich joint for students that would serve as a place to eat, linger, study, 
and socialize. The establishment�s name, SoHi Grilled Sandwiches, references the south 
side of High Street in Oxford. Harlan Graphics in Cincinnati took on the task of printing in-
terior wallcoverings, room dividers, menu boards, and light � xtures, plus exterior signage.

Production  Je�  Waggoner Design created the various image � les � including images of 
sandwich ingredients. The � les were color corrected by Harlan, matching the colors to 
provided paint swatches. The output was completed in phases over a four-month span to 
allow for SoHi�s opening in 2010:

For the restaurant�s �Linger Zone� area, an 8 x 19-foot wallcovering featuring a decon-
structed pattern of the restaurant logo was produced. Harlan used its EFI Vutek PressVu to 
output onto 150 square feet of Fisher Textiles GF 4308 Art Canvas for the wallcoverings.

To separate the booths from the ordering line, � ve 8 x 2-foot brushed-aluminum graphic 
frames were constructed and installed by contractor Finished Dimensions, which also pro-
duced the light � xtures. Harlan turned to its Inca Columbia to direct print the sandwich-
ingredient graphics onto …-inch Evonik Acrylite P-95 polycarbonate with matte � nish.

Two 3 x 8-foot light � xtures over the community tables in the Linger Zone feature 
translucent graphic patterns. The graphics were printed with an HP Designjet Z6100 onto 
Kodak Universal Backlit, mounted onto 1/8-inch clear acrylic. 

The menu boards were printed using an HP FB6700, onto 3/16-inch white Gatorfoam, 
with GBC Arctic Textured Satin laminate, then wall mounted.
